SC Yards - $65 per yard for the duration of the event (available Wed, Thurs, Fri, Sat, Sun nights)

Competitors may build their own yards - $10 per horse ground fee.

Shavings may be purchased online when making stable bookings
 Southern Cross Stables and Yards must be booked and paid for online with entries .

Rules :-

· Waivers MUST be agreed to for all riders before they can compete in any events.  Waivers can be viewed as part of the entry process and must be completed before entries can be submitted.
· Team Managers:  All schools will be required to nominate a Team Manager.  The Team Manager will be responsible for the team during the competition and will be the point of contact for the school team.  
· Volunteers:  Each school will be assigned a volunteering role ( proportional to the number of riders from the school) to assist during the competition.  A list of options will be sent to team managers and they will be able to preference the jobs they would like to be considered for.
· As SMIEC is an approved EA Interschools event the new Helmet regulations will apply 
             to this event.
· Horses may only be ridden in designated areas.  Any rider not adhering to this rule may be eliminated from all or part of the competition.  Horses should be led from their stabling / yard area to the designated riding areas 
· Safety vests MUST be worn for the cross country phase of the One Day event
· Ribbons and prizes to be awarded throughout the competition
· All Pointscores will be calculated on horse-rider combinations A rider may be considered in a pointscore more than once if they ride more than one horse
· A horse may not compete twice in the same event.  
· Horses may not be shared in jumping events or in the One Day Event.

· Please refer to the program for specific rules relating to individual events.

· NO RIDING COATS WILL BE ALLOWED.  Riders will be expected to wear items of school uniform.
· The Team Shield will be awarded to the winning team in the team of four event held on Sunday
· The Fancy Dress Event is a Schools’ competition, but multiple entries will be accepted from schools.  Entries will be taken during the show for this event.
· Individual point scores will be calculated from individual events  on Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  See scoresheet below.
· Trophies will be awarded to the Champion School, the highest individual point scorer over the four days (any age), the winning team of four riders from the same school, and the best presented school on parade (to be held at the conclusion of Sunday’s events).

· Callers are not allowed for the Dressage element

· It is compulsory for all riders to wear a back protector for the cross country phase of the competition.  

· All competitors are required to wear back numbers for the Cross Country phase of the competition.  Back number holders are required.  Dressage number holders may be used for the dressage and showjumping phases.

· Please note that not all jumps in the cross country course have two height options.  Some obstacles will be jumped by all competitors and these are at the lower height.
· The order of elements for Division 1 will be Dressage, Showjumping, Cross Country, and for Division 2 Dressage, Cross Country, Showjumping.
· If a competitor is eliminated, they will not be allowed to continue with the subsequent elements of their event .
· Numbers are limited in the ODE due to time constraints.

Thursday:  Combined Training

Commencing at 8:30.am
Competitors entering the Combined Training will not be eligible to enter the One Day Event.  Competitors may only ride one horse in the Combined Training Events.  Competitors may only enter either Event 1, or Event 2 or Event 3.
RULES 

1. Callers will be permitted in Event 1

2. All classes will be dependant on sufficient entries. 
3. The same horse and rider combination must complete both dressage and showjumping phases. 
4. Elimination from one phase results in elimination from the whole competition. 
5. There will be a timed draw for the dressage phase and the draw will be published on Global and available at the event office.

6. Scoring will be as per EA Eventing penalties for Dressage and Showjumping 
SADDLERY –   
DRESSAGE  In dressage tests for combined training either a cavesson, dropped, crossed or flash noseband must be worn. The bit must be a snaffle bit made in metal, leather, rubber or plastic material. The carrying of a whip is not permitted. A breastplate (without rings) may be used. Martingales, any kind of gadgets (such as bearing, side, running or balance reins etc), any kind of boots or bandages, tongue depressors and any form of blinkers are, under penalty of elimination, strictly forbidden. 
SHOWJUMPING As above but the saddle and bridle may be changed. Whips may be carried; running martingales, bandages and boots are also permissible.

Prelim Novice and Elementary EA tests effective 1.1.14

Rules:
· All riders may only compete at one level – either prep, prelim, or novice. ( event 6 is an exception to this rule)
· There will be a pointscore for Primary and Secondary in each of Prelim and Novice levels.  Horse–Rider combinations need to compete in both tests at the same level to be eligible for the pointscore.  
· Event 6, Elementary 3.1 is an optional extra test and will score toward the overall pointscore.  Riders may choose to compete in event 6 as well as two other dressage events.
· Riders may enter a second Horse at the same level of competition, but they must nominate their first choice as acceptance of second horses will depend on numbers as only limited spots are available.  Please send an email to sue.west@smgs.nsw.edu.au nominating your pointscore horse.
· Event 1 the Prep C is open to Primary, and Secondary Riders but competitors in this event will NOT be eligible to score Dressage competition points towards overall pointscores. 
· In events 2 to 6 entries will be split into Primary and Secondary groups for the purpose of scoring. Competitors in these events will be eligible to score Dressage competition points towards overall pointscores.  Scoring will be weighted in a manner that performances in a higher level test will gain more points than a performance in a lower level test.  A copy of the scoring system will be published on the school website.
· Prizes and ribbons will be awarded in each event.
· In the Dressage events a draw will apply and this will be posted on Global and on the SMGS website after entries have closed. 
· No Callers will be allowed for riders who are in years 7 to 12 in any test.

The Stockhorse Challenge event will be run as a three-phase competition:

1. The Working Stockhorse Workout  
2. Time Trial

3. Utility Trial

· The courses for each section will be modified for the youngest age group but will contain the same type of elements.  
· Ribbons and Prizes will be awarded to the winners and placegetters of the Stockmans Challenge in each age group.

· The overall winner will be awarded the Perpetual Trophy for the Snowy Mountains Stockman’s Challenge

The Stock Horse Challenge Workout will be scored for:
· Accuracy

· Quality of execution

· Overall impression

· Obedience

The Utility Trial will be scored for completion of task, accuracy and must be completed within a time limit.  Penalties will be given for any task omitted or left incomplete.

The Time Trial is run over a timed course.

Competitors taking part in the Stockhorse Challenge will be required to complete all three phases consecutively with no change of gear allowed.  The order of phases will be :

1. Time Trial

2. Workout

3. Utility Trial

It will be the rider’s responsibility to have learnt the track for each phase of the competition prior to commencement.  (Courses for utility and time trials will be posted on the school website).  Whip cracking will be an optional inclusion.  Each rider will complete the three courses with no break .  Failure to do so will incur elimination.

A Schools Parade will be held at the conclusion of events on Sunday  ( approx. 2:30pm).  All schools are asked to carry a school banner if possible.
